The Summer School will combine lectures, tutorials and practical sessions in areas such as Al
fundamentals and current trends, innovation basics and current trends, how Al transforms
innovation processes: a global overview, Al-driven innovation, Al case studies in innovative
industries, discovering key Al tools and technologies for innovation processes, Al and creativity:
how Al helps generate new ideas, how Al facilitates the creation of personalised products and
services, Al for rapid prototyping and solution optimisation, Al and new business models, Al and
innovation in scientific research, ethical and responsible Al practices in research and innovation,
practical workshops, conferences, visits to innovative companies, cultural workshops to foster
international exchanges, and a networking evening.

The aim of this summer school, hosted by the CESI campus in Strasbourg, is
to present theoretical and practical approaches to exploring how artificial
intelligence (Al), as a new key driver of evolution, can become a real catalyst
and a new lever for performance in innovation and research.

PEDAGOGY

Completed Projects

During this Summer School dedicated to Al-based innovation, participants will
have the opportunity to work on a range of specific projects, such as discovering
and practising ideation and concept generation using Al techniques, improving
innovation performance thanks to Al, integrating Al into innovation processes,
Al-optimised tools for streamlining industrial processes, and Al for education with
the CAIRE project (citizen-oriented artificial intelligence training for responsible
education). Other topics will include exploring innovative Al applications in
industry, healthcare, mobility and research activities, as well as big data analysis
to improve business decision-making or quick prototyping and testing with Al.
These projects will allow participants to master innovative techniques while
addressing the ethical and responsibility issues of Al-based innovation.

Evaluation

Applicants who successfully achieve the Summer School goals will receive, after
a project presentation, a certificate of achievement stating that they have
obtained 3 ECTS credits. A participation and attendance certificate will also be
given atthe end of the training programme.
